SCHEDULE “B''

DELIVERY REQUIREMENTS
DELIVERY ITEMS: Delivery of the Materials shall consist of Licensor making physical delivery of the items set forth hereinbelow.

A. PICTURE ITEMS
1. PRINT: One (1) first-class new low contrast 35mm positive print (in original aspect ratio) of the Picture fully timed and color corrected, fully titled, with the soundtrack printed thereon in perfect synchronization with photographic action and in all respects ready and suitable for the manufacture of a first-class master videotape or one (1) non-drop, 525-line ``C'' format NTSC  one-inch (1”) videotape master of equal quality.

2. SOUNDTRACKS: The separate dialogue tracks, sound effects tracks and music tracks each recorded on 35mm magnetic tracks from which the original magnetic soundtrack was made. A separate dialogue track recorded on 35mm magnetic track for each language, if any, into which the Picture has been dubbed.

3. CONTINUITIES: One (1) legible typewritten copy in the English language of a detailed, final dialogue and action continuity of the Picture containing all dialogue, narration, song vocals, as well as cut-by-cut description of the Picture action, conforming exactly to the photographic action and soundtrack of the completed Picture as embodied in the Print in such form as to be suitable for transmittal to censorship authorities and for use in connection with dubbing and subtitling the Picture. If the dialogue of the Property was recorded in a language other than English, the continuity shall contain a literal English translation.

4. MUSIC CUE SHEET: One (1) copy of a music cue sheet showing the particulars of all music contained in the Picture, title of each composition, names of composers, publishers and copyright owners, the usages (whether instrumental, instrumental-visual, vocal, vocal-visual or otherwise), the place and number of such uses showing the Picture footage and running time for each cue, the performing rights society involved and any other information customarily set forth in music cue sheets.

5. DUBBED/SUBTITLED VERSIONS: If the Picture was recorded in a language other than English, Owner shall deliver a version of the Picture dubbed in English or with English subtitles, as Distributor shall determine. If a dubbed version is required and not already dubbed, Distributor shall have the right to approve the voices and dubbing script. If a subtitled version is required by Distributor, it shall have the right to approve the subtitled script. If the Picture is available to Licensor in more than one language, Licensor shall deliver Copies of the print in each such language commonly used in the Territory.

6. LABORATORY ACCESS LETTER : A laboratory access letter granting Distributor (or its designee) permanent, irrevocable access to (a) foreign language soundtracks, if applicable; and (b) the original picture negative, original soundtrack, and a first-class, low-contrast 35mm positive print of the Picture, suitable in each case for the manufacture of a (e.g., first-class) master videotape.

7. SCREENING CASSETTE: One (1) one-half inch (1/2”) VHS format (if unavailable, then three-quarter inch (3/4”) screening cassette of the Picture.

B. DOCUMENTATION:

1. DUBBING RESTRICTIONS: If applicable, a statement of any restrictions as to the dubbing of the voice of any player including dubbing dialogue in a language other than the language in which the Picture was recorded.

2. PRIOR DISTRIBUTION : An accurate statement of all prior distribution and licensing agreements in the Territory in any and all media and a list of all agreements currently in force with regard to any such distribution.

3. DISTRIBUTION RESTRICTION/OBLIGATIONS: A statement of any restrictions and/or obligations set forth in agreements entered into by Licensor with third parties (including artists, financial institutions and government agencies) regarding the exploitation of the Picture.

4. CONTRACTS : Duplicate originals or legible copies of all agreements, licenses, waivers or other documents relating to and necessary to establish chain-of-title to the Picture including a copy of the Certificate of Registration filed with the United States Copyright Office verifying the copyright number, copyright owner and year of publication (including extensions and renewals, if applicable).

5. MUSIC LICENSES: A copy of valid licenses paid for by Licensor for the entire Term hereof for the synchronous recording of all copyrighted music in the Picture and the performance thereof in the Territory throughout the Term.

6. INSURANCE: Such certificates of insurance as are required pursuant to paragraph 10 of the Standard Terms.

7. RATING : A copy of the MPAA Certificate of Rating for the Picture.

8. FORM PA: A copy of the Form PA filed with the Copyright Office in connection with the registration of the copyright in the Picture. 3. 
9. COPYRIGHT AND TITLE REPORT : A copyright and title report for the Picture (together with related legal opinions approving the copyright and title for the purposes contemplated hereunder) issued by Thomson and Thomson).

C. PUBLICITY AND ADVERTISING MATERIALS
1. COLOR SLIDES: The original negative and one (1) positive print of ten (10) different color transparencies of ten (10) different color still photographs. Such transparencies shall be suitable for reproduction for advertising and publicity purposes.

2. BIOGRAPHIES/PRESS KITS: One (1) biography of each of the  principal players, writers, individual producer and director of the Picture plus five (5) press kits of the Picture including ten (10) black and white stills. 

3. SYNOPSIS: Two (2) copies of a brief synopsis in the English language of the story of the Picture.

4. ADVERTISING MATERIALS: One (1) copy of all advertisements, paper accessories and other advertising materials, if any, prepared by Licensor or by any other party in connection with the Picture, including samples of  one-sheet posters (unfolded, if possible), ad-mats and individual advertising art elements and four-inch by five-inch and/or eight by ten-inch transparencies of original art necessary to make proofs thereof.

5. CREDITS : The statements of  specific credits applicable to the Picture, including photographic excerpts of all of Licensor's obligations (taken from the actual contracts) to accord proper credit including size and/or placement requirements and excerpts as to any restrictions as to use of name and likeness.

6. CAST: One (1) copy of a list indicating the name of the character portrayed by each player.

7. TITLE TREATMENTS : Any and all title treatments created for the Picture advertising campaign and on-screen  credits in the form of one eight inch by ten inch black and white stat (or color transparency) of reproducible quality.

D. COMPLETED TRAILER MATERIALS: Licensor shall deliver to Distributor the following items:

1. TRAILER PRINT: One (1) first-class composite 35mm positive Print of the Trailer in the same language(s) as the language version(s) of the Picture delivered hereunder, fully timed and color corrected, with the Soundtrack printed thereon in perfect synchronization with photographic action in all respects ready and suitable for the manufacture of a (e.g., first-class) master videotape.

2. TRAILER SOUNDTRACK : The separate dialogue tracks, sound effects tracks, narration tracks and music tracks, each in 35mm  magnetic tracks from which the original Trailer magnetic Soundtrack was made.

3. TRAILER CONTINUITY: One (1) copy in the English language of a detailed, final dialogue and action continuity of the Trailer.

E. MISCELLANEOUS:

1. A copy of the original Errors and Omissions Insurance Application in respect of the Picture. 
2. Negative Cost Statement, pursuant to the requirements set forth in Clause 4 of the Standard Terms.
